DEPUTY CHAIRMAN’S  FOREWORD


We have now completed the fifth year of the general review and have published provisional recommendations for every area of England. The last set of provisional recommendations published were for the twenty-seven constituencies allocated to Greater Manchester. If our provisional recommendations for each review area in England are accepted, the total number of constituencies allocated to England during this general review will be 533. This will be four more than the current 529 constituencies.


An extra eleven constituencies have been allocated to the Non-Metropolitan Counties and Unitary Authorities whilst the six Metropolitan Counties have each lost a constituency and one has been lost from the London Boroughs. It is worth noting that between the start of the last general review and the start of the current, fifth, general review, the electorate of England grew by 692,171: the equivalent of nearly ten constituencies taking account of the electoral quota (69,935) used for the general review.

Of the 533 constituencies for which provisional recommendations have been published, a total of 423 have now been announced as final recommendations, many of them following a local inquiry. During the 2005/2006 financial year, we expect to complete our work on the Unitary Authorities created from Cleveland, and on the Metropolitan Counties of Merseyside, West Midlands, and South Yorkshire. The work on West Yorkshire, Tyne and Wear, and Greater Manchester will be completed during the 2006/2007 financial year. At our current rate of progress, we anticipate that we should complete the general review and submit our report to the Deputy Prime Minister by the late Summer of 2006.


When we started the general review in February 2000, it was our intention to conclude it by the end of 2005. However, our progress was affected by the need to await the final recommendations of the Boundary Committee for England in respect of new ward structures for each local authority. At the moment, we are not sure what effect, if any, the conduct of a general election will have on the progress of our work, as the timing of the election is unknown to us. However, we do recognise that it may have some implications for our progress because in the past we have agreed with the Parliamentary political parties that we would not publish recommendations or conduct local inquiries during a period of six weeks either side of a general election.


There may also be some implications for our general review resulting from the announcement made by the Office for National Statistics (ONS) that it intends to relocate a large number of staff posts out of London. Our Secretariat is staffed by members of the ONS based in London and it must be a possibility that we will lose some of them, and their experience, in the next two years should they decide to seek posts outside of ONS.


Finally, my colleagues and I would like to thank Michael Harrison for the lead he gave to the Commission during his tenure as Deputy Chairman between 1996 and 2004. I know that he conducted meetings with skill, efficiency, and good humour and that he engendered an open atmosphere that encouraged full discussion of the seemingly intractable problems presented by some of the review areas.


During Michael Harrison’s time as Deputy Chairman,  the Commission undertook two interim reviews, which involved twenty-five Westminster constituencies, and a review of the now abolished European Parliamentary constituencies. Michael Harrison was not only instrumental in planning the fifth general review, for which I now have responsibility, but he also led the Commission during the first four and a half years of the review until his retirement from the High Court in 2004. Indeed, his connection with the work of the Commission actually precedes his appointment as Deputy Chairman. His first contact with the work of the Commission was as an Assistant Commissioner appointed by the Home Secretary to conduct local inquiries during the third general review (1976 – 1983) and the fourth general review (1991 – 1995). We all wish him well in his retirement.

INTRODUCTION
The Sponsor
1.
The Parliamentary Boundary Commission for England is an advisory Non-Departmental Public Body (NDPB) which is sponsored and funded by the Office for the Deputy Prime Minister (ODPM). 

2.
The Commission submits reports to the Secretary of State. It is his statutory duty to lay them before Parliament together with the draft of an Order in Council for giving effect to the Commission’s recommendations, either with or without modifications, except where the report states that no alteration is required.  If modifications are proposed, the Secretary of State must also lay a statement of the reasons for the modifications.

The Commission

3.
The Commission is constituted under Schedule 1 of the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986 (as amended). The Commission is an independent, non-political, and totally impartial body and it takes every opportunity to emphasise very strongly that the results of previous elections do not, and should not, enter into its considerations.  Nor does it consider the effects of its recommendations on future voting patterns. The Commission does not allow such factors to be debated at its public inquiries.

4.
Since the establishment of a permanent Commission in 1944, its Secretariat has been staffed, at arm’s length from the sponsoring body, by officials of the Office for National Statistics (ONS), and its two predecessors, the General Register Office and the Office of Population Censuses and Surveys. The ONS also provides accommodation and other ancillary services to the Commission. The staff and other costs incurred by the ONS in supporting the Secretariat are recovered from the ODPM on a quarterly in arrears basis.

Membership of the Commission

5.
The Speaker of the House of Commons is the ex-officio Chairman of all four Parliamentary Boundary Commissions in the United Kingdom.  The appointment of the Speaker further emphasises the independent, impartial, and non-political nature of the Commission.  The Speaker plays no part in the conduct of reviews.

6.
The Deputy Chairman of the Commission is a High Court judge appointed by the Lord Chancellor.  The Deputy Chairman presides over Commission meetings.  The Deputy Chairman of the Commission is the Honourable Mr Justice (Sir Jeremy) Sullivan who was appointed in succession to the Honourable Mr Justice Harrison upon his retirement from the High Court.

7.
There are two further Members of the Commission. Mr Michael Lewer, CBE, QC, and Mr Robin Gray who have both been appointed by the Deputy Prime Minister to act until 31 December 2006. Mr Gray is also a member of the Boundary Committee for England, a statutory committee of the UK Electoral Commission.

8.
The Commissioners are part-time appointees who meet, whenever their work programme demands, at the Secretariat offices in the ONS in London. Since the passing of the Boundary Commissions Act 1992, the Commissioners (not including the Deputy Chairman) are paid a daily fee set by the Treasury and, with the Deputy Chairman, are entitled to recover any expenses incurred on Commission work. The Commission have established a Code of Practice and a Register of Members’ Interests, which are updated annually. 

9.
There are two statutory assessors, i.e. technical advisers, to the Commission - the Registrar General of England and Wales (the National Statistician and Director of ONS) and the Director General of Ordnance Survey. Both are represented at Commission meetings by deputies. 

10.
The two Joint Secretaries are Mr Robert Farrance of ONS, who heads the Secretariat that currently consists of fifteen full time ONS staff, and Mr Mark Barnett of the Democracy and Local Government Unit of the ODPM.

11.
The Home Secretary previously appointed a panel of Assistant Commissioners to conduct local inquiries on behalf of the Commission. A list of those appointed in July 1999 is reproduced at Appendix A to this report. The list has also been placed on the Commission’s web site. Assistant Commissioners are paid at a daily rate set by the Treasury when they work for the Commission conducting and reporting on local inquiries.

The Secretariat

12.
The role of the Secretariat is to service and assist the Commissioners in their conduct of reviews and in executing their decisions. The Secretariat also assist Assistant Commissioners with the conduct of local inquiries. The Secretariat may be contacted at the address at the front of this report. Information about the Commission’s work, including a copy of this annual report, can be accessed on the Commission’s web site. In dealing with matters of finance, the Commission’s Secretariat liaise with the Democracy and Local Government Unit of the ODPM. For staffing, accommodation and all other services, the Secretariat liaise with ONS.

Statutory Duties
13.
The Commission’s statutory function is to keep under continuous review the distribution of constituencies in England, to conduct reviews of the boundaries of Westminster Parliamentary constituencies and to make periodical reports with recommendations to the Secretary of State (Deputy Prime Minister) in accordance with the provisions of the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986 (as amended). The Commission may also undertake discretionary reviews in one or more constituencies where they believe this is appropriate.

14.
The Commission are required to undertake a general review of all the parliamentary constituencies in England within eight to twelve years of the submission of their previous report to the Secretary of State.  The Commission’s fourth periodical report was submitted on 12 April 1995.  The next report has, therefore, to be submitted between 12 April 2003 and 11 April 2007. 
15.
During general reviews, the Commission consider the number, distribution, boundaries, names, and designations of all the constituencies in England, usually considering schemes on a county by county basis. The chosen scheme is then published as the Commission’s provisional recommendations for public consideration and comment. A local inquiry which is fully open to the public must be held if objections are received from an interested local authority or one hundred or more electors. The inquiry often leads to the Commission publishing revised recommendations for further comment. There is scope for a second public inquiry, although this is rarely exercised, and for the publication of further modified recommendations before the Commission submit a report with final recommendations for the whole of the country to the Deputy Prime Minister.

CONSULTATION

Liaison with Other Bodies

16.
The Secretariat has maintained regular contact with the ODPM and has met and exchanged reports and information with the Boundary Committee for England (formerly the Local Government Commission for England) and its counterparts in the rest of the United Kingdom. Regular meetings have also taken place with Ordnance Survey to discuss the Commission’s paper and digital mapping requirements. Electoral statistics have been exchanged with the ONS with whom discussions have also frequently taken place on a range of staffing, accommodation and administrative issues.
17.
The Secretariat has also maintained contact with officials from the UK Electoral Commission. Regular contact has also been maintained with Electoral Registration Officers throughout England who have given invaluable assistance to the Commission. They not only provided the local electoral data required for the general review but, also assisted by arranging for the Commission’s maps and proposals to be deposited at various locations in their authority for public display.

Reporting Progress

18.
The Commission issue news releases to the national and local media, local authorities, MPs and other interested parties about individual review areas. They also issue newsletters that include information concerning progress with their review programme. The Secretariat keep the ODPM informed of the Commission’s progress by means of quarterly meetings. Whilst the ex-officio Chairman of the Commission (The Speaker of the House of Commons) is not actively involved in reviewing the constituencies, he is kept fully informed of the progress made with reviews. 

OBJECTIVES
General Objective
19.
To keep under continuous review the representation of England in the House of Commons.

Specific Objectives for 2004/2005
20.
In planning the general review, the Commission decided to establish the groups of review areas set out in Appendix B to this report. Having completed the review process for the counties and London boroughs contained in Groups 1 to 10 by the end of the 2003/2004 financial year, the Commission’s main targets during the 2004/2005 financial year were to complete the review process for Groups 11 to 15, move forward the review process in Groups 16 and 17, and announce provisional recommendations for Groups 18 to 22.

21.
The specific objectives for the Commission during the 2004/2005 financial year, were to:-

· Hold seven meetings during the year to conduct their work. 

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 11 review areas in April 2004.

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 12 review areas in May 2004. 

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 13 review areas in September 2004.

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 14 review areas in September 2004.

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 15 review areas in September 2004.

· If required, hold local inquiries for the Group 16 and Group 17 review areas in September 2004. Then, if required, announce revised recommendations for the review areas in February 2005.

· Announce provisional recommendations for the Group 18 review area in May 2004. Then, if required, hold local inquiries for the review areas in January 2005.

· Announce provisional recommendations for the Group 19 review area in September 2004. Then, if required, hold local inquiries for the review areas in March 2005.

· Announce provisional recommendations for the Group 20 review area in September 2004.

· Announce provisional recommendations for the Group 21 review area in December 2004.

· Announce provisional recommendations for the Group 22 review area in March 2005.

TARGETS
Outcomes of specific targets

22.
The outcomes of the specific targets for the objectives relating to the general review which are set out above were to:-

· Hold seven meetings during the year to conduct their work. 

It proved possible to conclude all the necessary business in the meetings that had been planned.

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 11 review areas in April 2004.

By adopting the recommendations of the Assistant Commissioners who conducted the local inquiries, the Commission were required to announce revised recommendations for two constituencies in Cheshire and Halton on 21 April 2004. They also announced final recommendations for all the constituencies in Bedford, Luton, Buckinghamshire, Milton Keynes, and Warrington on the same date.

The representations received in respect of the revised recommendations for the two constituencies in Cheshire and Halton were considered and the Commission decided to announce final recommendations on 15 September 2004. 

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 12 review areas in May 2004. 

By adopting the recommendations of the Assistant Commissioners who conducted the local inquiries, the Commission were required to announce revised recommendations for some constituencies in Devon, Plymouth, Torbay, Essex, Southend-on-Sea, Thurrock, Kent, and Medway 26 May 2004. The representations received in respect of the revised recommendations, were considered and the Commission decided to announce final recommendations for all the areas on 24 November 2004.  

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 13 review areas in September 2004.

By adopting the recommendations of the Assistant Commissioners who conducted the local inquiries, the Commission were required to announce revised recommendations for some constituencies in Berkshire, Cornwall and the Isles of Scilly, Lancashire, Blackburn with Darwen, and Blackpool on 8 September 2004.

The representations received in respect of the revised recommendations, were considered and the Commission decided to announce final recommendations for all the areas on 19 January 2005.

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 14 review areas in September 2004.

By adopting the recommendations of the Assistant Commissioners who conducted the local inquiries, the Commission were required to announce revised recommendations for some constituencies in Cambridgeshire, Peterborough, Dorset, Bournemouth, Poole, and West Sussex on 15 September 2004.

The representations received in respect of the revised recommendations, were considered and the Commission decided to announce final recommendations for all the areas on 19 January 2005.

· If required, announce revised recommendations for the Group 15 review areas in September 2004.

By adopting the recommendations of the Assistant Commissioners who conducted the local inquiries, the Commission were required to announce revised recommendations for the Blaby county constituency (re-named South Leicestershire), and some constituencies in Norfolk on 8 September 2004. They also announced final recommendations for the constituencies in the City of Leicester, the other constituencies in Leicestershire and Rutland, and Worcestershire on the same date.

The representations received in respect of the revised recommendations, were considered and the Commission decided to announce final recommendations for those areas on 19 January 2005.
· If required, hold local inquiries for the Group 16 review areas and Merseyside (Group 17) in September 2004. Then, if required, announce revised recommendations in February 2005.

Local inquiries were required for Middlesbrough, Redcar and Cleveland, Stockton-on-Tees, and Merseyside and they were held in September 2004. A local inquiry was not required for Hartlepool and final recommendations were announced on 23 June 2004.

It was originally intended to announce any revised recommendations required in February 2005. However, a short delay resulted in the planned announcement date falling in the the period immediately ahead of the general election. Therefore, it was necessary to reschedule the announcement until June 2005. 

· Announce provisional recommendations for the West Midlands (Group 18) in May 2004. Then, if required, hold local inquiries in January 2005.

The provisional recommendations for the West Midlands were announced on 5 May 2004. Local inquiries, which were held in January 2005, were required for Birmingham, Dudley, Sandwell, and Wolverhampton. Local inquiries were not required for Coventry, Solihull, and Walsall and final recommendations for these areas were announced on 10 November 2004.

· Announce provisional recommendations for South Yorkshire (Group 19) in September 2004. Then, if required, hold local inquiries in March 2005.

The provisional recommendations for South Yorkshire were announced on 8 September 2004. Local inquiries, which were held in March 2005, were required for Barnsley, Rotherham, and Sheffield. A local inquiry was not required for Doncaster and final recommendations were announced on 19 January 2005.

· Announce provisional recommendations for West Yorkshire (Group 20) in September 2004.

The provisional recommendations for West Yorkshire were announced on 15 September 2004. Local inquiries were required for Bradford, Kirklees, Leeds, and Wakefield and they were originally scheduled for April 2005. A local inquiry was not required for Calderdale and final recommendations were announced on 19 January 2005. However, because of the general election called for 5 May 2005, it was decided to reschedule the local inquiries for late June and early July 2005.

· Announce provisional recommendations for Tyne and Wear (Group 21) in December 2004.

The provisional recommendations for Tyne and Wear were announced on 1 December 2004. Local inquiries were required for all the Boroughs and are scheduled for June 2005. 

· Announce provisional recommendations for Greater Manchester (Group 22) in March 2005.

The provisional recommendations for Greater Manchester were announced on 2 March 2005.

Monitoring Expenditure
24.
The Secretariat maintain spreadsheets to record by date, topic, sub-head, and component every item of expenditure. The Secretariat also receive monthly reports from the ONS Financial Management System showing the running cost expenditure incurred, and receipts from the ODPM. Each month, the Secretariat complete ODPM Financial Information System reports to profile expenditure for the financial year, confirm quarterly expenditure, and report on forecast over/underspends. Throughout the year, quarterly meetings were held between the Secretariat and the ODPM to discuss financial and other matters.

OUTLINE WORK PROGRAMME FOR 2005/2006

Programme

25.
In the forthcoming financial year, the budget will be £2,034,838 and the current staffing level will be maintained. The Commission expect to:-

· Hold six meetings during the year to conduct their work. 

· Announce revised recommendations for Middlesbrough, Redcar and Cleveland, and Stockton-on-Tees in April 2005, if required.

· Announce revised recommendations for Merseyside in April 2005, if required. 

· Announce revised recommendations for the West Midlands in June 2005, if required.

· Announce revised recommendations for South Yorkshire in September 2005, if required.

· Hold local inquiries in April 2005 for those Boroughs in West Yorkshire that require them. Then, if required, announce revised recommendations in November 2005.

· Hold local inquiries in June 2005 for those Boroughs in Tyne and Wear that require them. Then, if required, announce revised recommendations in January 2006.

· Hold local inquiries in October 2005 for those Boroughs in Greater Manchester that require them. 

26.
It is possible that some of the targets dates contained in the programme set out above would be affected by the conduct of a general election during the 2005/2006 financial year.

27.
The workload during the final year (2006/2007) of the fifth general review will include consideration of the representations made in respect of any revised recommendations published for the review areas in Groups 20 and 21 (West Yorkshire and Tyne and Wear). There will also be the announcement of any revised recommendations resulting from consideration of the Assistant Commissioners’ reports on any local inquiries required for Greater Manchester (Group 22). It is expected that the last set of final recommendations (Greater Manchester) should be announced in July 2006. The Commission will then prepare their final report before submitting it to the Deputy Prime Minister by the late Summer of 2006.

28.
Once the fifth general review has been completed and the report submitted to the Deputy Prime Minister arrangements will be made for the work of the Commission to transfer to the Boundary Committee for England (a statutory committee of the Electoral Commission) in accordance with the Political Parties, Elections and Referendums Act 2000. At the moment, it is thought that this transfer will occur on 1 April 2007. The Commission’s Secretariat is already working closely with officials from the Electoral Commission to ensure the successful transfer of the undertaking.
