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Boundary Commission for England

Annual Report 2007/2008
DEPUTY CHAIRMAN’S  REPORT
On 2 July 2007 formal notice of our intention to commence an interim review was published in the London Gazette. Our provisional recommendations for nine constituencies - two in Northamptonshire, Somerset, and Wiltshire and three in Northumberland - realigned the boundaries of the new parliamentary constituencies with the boundaries of the new local government district wards that had been introduced in those areas at the local government elections in May 2007.


For those not familiar with our work it may be worth explaining that sections 2(1) and 3(1) of the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986 (as amended) require us to keep under continuous review the representation of England in the House of Commons and that section 3(3) permits us to conduct reviews of any particular constituency or constituencies. As part of that process, not only do we undertake general reviews of all constituencies, as we did between 2000 and 2006, but we also undertake interim reviews. 

Our recommendations affected the fewest number of electors possible. We invited representations upon our proposals. Shortly after the representation period commenced, the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government announced that she was minded to implement proposals submitted by Northumberland and Wiltshire County Councils for the abolition of the county, district and borough councils in those areas and for the establishment of single unitary authorities.
We considered that the creation of the new unitary authorities would, in all likelihood, result in the wards in both counties, on which we had based our proposals, being abolished and new wards being introduced at the local elections scheduled for May 2009. We decided that as these new wards would be introduced shortly after we had recommended new constituency boundaries to the Secretary of State for Justice, we should suspend the interim review of the constituencies in both counties so as to avoid the need for a further interim review of them at a later date.
The representations we received in respect of our proposals for both Northamptonshire and Somerset required us to hold local inquiries. These were held in December 2007. In both Northamptonshire and Somerset, the Assistant Commissioners who conducted the local inquiries recommended that we should adopt counter-proposals for the affected constituencies. We accepted their recommendations and published revised recommendations. We will consider any representations received in respect of the revised recommendations at our meeting in June 2008 and, if no further change is required, will submit our report to the Lord Chancellor and Secretary of State for Justice by the end of July 2008.

Following the announcement that we were to conduct an interim review, some of those who made representations to us queried why it was necessary for us to consider making changes to the boundaries of the new constituencies so soon after that we had recommended them. In this respect, I should point out that both I and my colleagues consider that it is most important that district wards are not divided between constituencies. We have a longstanding policy of not dividing wards between constituencies because wards are generally indicative of areas that have a community of interest and local political party organisations are almost always based on them, or groups of them. 
We have often been told that any division of wards between constituencies is therefore very likely to break local ties, disrupt local political party organisation, cause difficulties for Electoral Registration Officers and Returning Officers, and confuse the electorate. Before commencing the interim review, our Secretary contacted officials at the headquarters of the three parliamentary political parties who agreed that the non-alignments between ward and constituency boundaries, that had been created by the new wards which resulted from the Further Electoral Reviews conducted by the Boundary Committee for England, should be addressed. 


The Government has now announced its intention to create unitary authorities in Cheshire, Cornwall, County Durham, Northumberland, Shropshire and Wiltshire, and subject to further consultation in Bedfordshire. As a consequence, it is highly probable that we will have to carry out interim reviews in due course in all of these county areas. In addition, the Government has also invited the Boundary Committee for England to offer advice on unitary authority structures in Devon, Norfolk, and Suffolk. Depending on the outcome of that work, we may well have to conduct interim reviews in those areas as well.  


Most usually, interim reviews are conducted to address non-alignments between ward and constituency boundaries. However, they may also consider the allocation of extra constituencies due to strong electoral growth in an area, as was the case in Milton Keynes in 1990. Each year, as part of the continuous review process, we consider the changes (both growth and decline) that have occurred to the electorate of each borough, district, county and constituency in England. From these annual reviews of the electorates, we have noted that in the ten year period between the start of the fourth general review (1991) and the start of the fifth general review (2000), the electorate of England grew from 36,302,986 to 36,995,495, an increase of 692,509 which is the equivalent of nearly ten constituencies. Since 2000, the electorate has grown from 36,995,495 to 37,818,456 in 2008, an increase of 822,961 which is the equivalent of nearly twelve constituencies. At our next meeting in June, we will consider the effects of the 2008 electorates. 
We are pleased to note that the Government has now responded to the Committee on Standards in Public Life’s Eleventh Report (Cm 7272 - Review of the Electoral Commission). On a number of previous occasions, our predecessors have made recommendations as to the changes that should be made to the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986. We also commented upon the need for legislative change in our Fifth Periodical Report (CM7032 - February 2007) which we submitted to the Lord Chancellor and Secretary of State for Constitutional Affairs.
We agree with both the Committee on Standards in Public Life and the Government that the legislation by which we conduct reviews of parliamentary constituencies is in need of review. We consider that any changes recommended by the review should be implemented before our successors commence the sixth general review which, in all probability, will need to start in 2012, unless the review of the legislation alters the statutory window during which the report must be submitted.
The Statistics and Registration Service Act 2007, which received Royal Assent on 26 July 2007, created a new independent Statistics Board from 1 April 2008. At the same time, the Act also provided for the Statistics Board to assume the role of our statutory Assessor in place of the Registrar General. Prior to the establishment of the Statistics Board, the Office for National Statistics (ONS), which currently provides and houses the staff that form our Secretariat, had begun to relocate its statistical operations from London to Newport in South Wales, and Titchfield in Hampshire. The effect of this relocation has reduced the size of the ONS London office, and will continue to reduce its size, to such an extent that it will no longer be able to provide the level of staffing we would require to undertake a general review of constituencies. Therefore, we have agreed with ONS and with our sponsor, the Ministry of Justice (MoJ), that with effect from 1 October 2008, our existing Secretariat staff will transfer from the ONS to the MoJ.
I would like to take this opportunity to assure all those who have an interest in our work that the transfer of our existing Secretariat staff to the MoJ, or the future provision of extra staff to our Secretariat by the MoJ, will not compromise our ability to make recommendations to the Lord Chancellor and Secretary of State for Justice in an independent and non-political manner. The independence and impartiality of the members of the Commission will be unaffected by the transfer of the Secretariat, which will continue to provide us with impartial non-political advice wherever it is housed. From the date of transfer, our Secretariat will be housed within accommodation that forms part of the MoJ estate.

INTRODUCTION
The Sponsor
1.
The Boundary Commission for England is an advisory Non-Departmental Public Body (NDPB) which is sponsored and funded by the Ministry of Justice (MoJ). The Commission submits reports to the Secretary of State for Justice. It is his statutory duty to lay them before Parliament together with the draft of an Order in Council giving effect to the Commission’s recommendations, either with or without modifications, except where the report states that no alteration is required.  If modifications are proposed, the Secretary of State must also lay a statement of the reasons for the modifications.

The Commission

2.
The Commission is constituted under Schedule 1 of the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986 (as amended). The Commission is an independent, non-political and impartial body and it takes every opportunity to emphasise that the results of previous elections do not, and should not, enter into its considerations.  Nor does it consider the effects of its recommendations on future voting patterns. The Commission does not allow such factors to be debated at its public inquiries.

3.
Since the establishment of a permanent Commission in 1944, its Secretariat has been staffed by officials of the Office for National Statistics (ONS), and its two predecessors, the General Register Office and the Office of Population Censuses and Surveys. The ONS also provides accommodation and other ancillary services to the Commission. The staff and other costs incurred by the ONS in supporting the Secretariat are recovered from the MoJ on a quarterly in arrears basis. The link with ONS will be broken later this year (see Deputy Chairman’s report) and in future the Secretariat staff and accommodation will be provided by MoJ.
Membership of the Commission

4.
The Speaker of the House of Commons is the ex-officio Chairman of all four Boundary Commissions in the United Kingdom.  The appointment of the Speaker further emphasises the independent, impartial, and non-political nature of the Commission.  The Speaker plays no part in the conduct of reviews.

5.
The Deputy Chairman of the Commission is a High Court judge appointed by the Lord Chancellor.  The Deputy Chairman, the Honourable Mr Justice (Sir Jeremy) Sullivan, presides over Commission meetings. 
There are two further Members of the Commission. Mr Michael Lewer, CBE, QC who is appointed to act until 31 October 2008 and Mr Robin Gray who is appointed to act until 31 May 2009. Mr Gray is also a member of the Boundary Committee for England, a statutory committee of the UK Electoral Commission. 
6.
The Commissioners are part-time appointees who meet, whenever their work programme demands, at the Secretariat offices in the ONS in London. Since the passing of the Boundary Commissions Act 1992, the Commissioners (not including the Deputy Chairman) are paid a daily fee set by the Treasury and, with the Deputy Chairman, are entitled to recover any expenses incurred on Commission work. 

7.
The Commission have established a Code of Practice and a Register of Members’ Interests. These documents are updated annually and can be accessed on the Commission’s web site.
8.
There are also two statutory assessors, i.e. technical advisers, to the Commission. They are the Director General of Ordnance Survey and the Statistics Board. Both are represented at Commission meetings by deputies whenever the Commission has a need to consult them on their areas of expertise. The Statistics Board became an assessor on 1 April 2008, when Paragraph 5(a) of Schedule 1 to the Parliamentary Constituencies Act was amended by the Statistics and Registration Service Act 2007. Prior to that date, responsibility for acting as a statutory assessor rested with the Registrar General of England and Wales (the National Statistician and Director of ONS).

9.
The Secretary to the Commission is Mr Robert Farrance of ONS, who heads the Secretariat that currently consists of five full-time ONS staff. An official from the Electoral Policy Division of the MoJ is appointed as a joint secretary and attends the meetings of the Commission. 
10.
The Home Secretary previously appointed a panel of Assistant Commissioners to conduct local inquiries on behalf of the Commission. A list of those appointed in July 1999 is reproduced in the Appendix to this report. The list has also been placed on the Commission’s web site. Assistant Commissioners are paid at a daily rate set by the Treasury when they work for the Commission conducting and reporting on local inquiries.

The Secretariat

11.
The role of the Secretariat is to service and assist the Commissioners in their conduct of reviews and in executing their decisions. The Secretariat also help Assistant Commissioners with the conduct of local inquiries. The Secretariat may be contacted at the address at the front of this report. Information about the Commission’s work, including a copy of this annual report, can be accessed on the Commission’s web site. In dealing with matters of finance, the Commission’s Secretariat liaise with the MoJ. For staffing, accommodation and all other services, the Secretariat liaise with ONS.

Statutory Duties
12.
The Commission’s statutory function is to keep under continuous review the distribution of constituencies in England, to conduct reviews of the boundaries of Westminster Parliamentary constituencies and to make periodical reports with recommendations to the Secretary of State in accordance with the provisions of the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986 (as amended). The Commission may also undertake discretionary reviews in one or more constituencies where they believe this is appropriate.

13.
The Commission is required to undertake a general review of all the Parliamentary constituencies in England within eight to twelve years of the submission of their previous report to the Secretary of State.  The Commission’s fifth periodical report was submitted on 31 October 2006. Therefore, the report on the next, sixth, general review will have to be submitted between 1 November 2014 and 31 October 2018.
14.
During general reviews, the Commission consider the number, distribution, boundaries, names, and designations of all the constituencies in England, usually considering options on a county by county basis. The chosen option is then published as the Commission’s provisional recommendations for public consideration and comment. 

15.
A local inquiry, which is fully open to the public, must be held if objections are received from an interested local authority or from a body of one hundred or more electors. The inquiry often leads to the Commission publishing revised recommendations for further comment. There is scope for a second public inquiry, although this is rarely exercised, and for the publication of further modified recommendations before the Commission submits a report with final recommendations for the whole of England to the Secretary of State.

CONSULTATION

Liaison with Other Bodies

16.
Throughout the year, the Secretariat maintained regular contact with the sponsor Department. Meetings were also held, and information exchanged, with the Boundary Committee for England. Regular meetings also took place with Ordnance Survey to discuss paper and digital mapping requirements. Electoral statistics were exchanged with the ONS with whom discussions also took place on a range of staffing, accommodation and administrative issues. The Secretariat also maintained contact with officials from the UK Electoral Commission and with Electoral Registration Officers throughout England.

17.
The Commission were represented at the annual meeting of the United Kingdom Parliamentary and Local Government Boundary Commissions which took place in Cardiff in March 2008.
Reporting Progress

18.
The Commission issued news releases to the news media, local authorities, MPs and other interested parties about individual review areas. Newsletters were also issued and these included information about the progress of the review programme and matters of a more general nature. The Secretariat reported progress to the MoJ through a series of quarterly meetings. Whilst the ex-officio Chairman of the Commission (The Speaker of the House of Commons) is not actively involved in reviewing the constituencies, he is kept fully informed of the progress made with reviews.

19.
To keep under continuous review the representation of England in the House of Commons.

Specific Objectives for 2007/2008
20.
The specific objectives during the 2007/2008 financial year, were to:-

· Hold three meetings during the year to conduct the required work.

· Consider the implications of the recommendations contained in the Eleventh Report (Cm 7006 - January 2007) of the Committee on Standards in Public Life (CSPL), insofar as they relate to electoral boundaries. Work with the MoJ to assist with the implementation of the recommendations should the Government decide to accept the recommendations. 
· Consider the implications for the retention and housing in central London of the experienced ONS staff members who currently form the Secretariat, following the announcement that ONS will relocate its statistical operations from London to Newport (South Wales) and Titchfield (Hampshire) over the next few years. Work in conjunction with ONS and MoJ to secure the retention of the existing Secretariat members and alternative accommodation in central London. 
· Make preparations for the conduct of an interim review of nine constituencies to take account of the changes made to local government ward boundaries by the conduct of Further Electoral Reviews by the Boundary Committee for England. 

TARGETS
Outcomes of specific targets

21.
The outcomes of the specific targets for the objectives relating to the general review which are set out above were:-

· Hold three meetings during the year to conduct the required work.

In the event, it was necessary to hold four meetings (see next bullet point). 
· Consider the implications of the recommendations contained in the Eleventh Report (Cm 7006 - January 2007) of the Committee on Standards in Public Life (CSPL), insofar as they relate to electoral boundaries. Work with the MoJ to assist with the implementation of the recommendations, should the Government decide to accept the recommendations. 
As mentioned above, an extra meeting was considered necessary to allow for consideration of the recommendations relating to electoral boundaries in The Eleventh Report of the CSPL. During the meeting the Commission considered the legislative changes that would be necessary for future reviews to be conducted in a more effective and efficient manner.
The day following the meeting, the Government’s response to the CSPL report was published (Cm 7272). This confirmed that the Government agreed that it would be appropriate to conduct a review of the legislation under which the Commission operate. 

· Consider the implications for the retention and housing in central London of the experienced ONS staff members who currently form the Secretariat, following the announcement that ONS will relocate its statistical operations from London to Newport (South Wales) and Titchfield (Hampshire) over the next few years. Work in conjunction with ONS and MoJ to secure the retention of the existing Secretariat members and alternative accommodation in central London.
A number of meetings involving officials from ONS, MoJ and the Commission’s Secretariat were held during the year to discuss the provision of staff and accommodation within central London. It has been agreed that the existing Secretariat staff will transfer from ONS to MoJ and move into accommodation that forms part of the MoJ estate with effect from 1 October 2008. However, until the transfer is effected, the Secretariat will remain collocated with those units of ONS that remain in London after 1 April 2008.    

· Make preparations for the conduct of an interim review of nine constituencies to take account of the changes made to local government ward boundaries by the conduct of Further Electoral Reviews by the Boundary Committee for England. 

Provisional recommendations for nine constituencies - Northamptonshire (two), Northumberland (three), Somerset (two), and Wiltshire (two) - were published on 19 June 2007. Objections made about the proposals required the conduct of a local inquiry in each of the four areas. Local inquiries were announced for the two constituencies in Northamptonshire and the two constituencies in Somerset on 31 October 2007.
At the same time as the two local inquiries were announced, the Commission confirmed it had decided to suspend the review of the three constituencies in Northumberland and the two constituencies in Wiltshire. In deciding to suspend the reviews in the two areas, the Commission noted that on 25 June 2007 the Minister for Local Government announced that the Secretary of State was minded to implement bids by Northumberland and Wiltshire County Councils for the abolition of the existing county, district and borough councils in each area, and for the creation of single unitary authorities. 

The provisional recommendations in both Northumberland and Wiltshire were based, in part, on the wards first used at the local government elections in May 2007. It was considered that there was a strong likelihood that the creation of the new unitary authorities would result in new wards being recommended in each area shortly after the Commission had recommended new constituency boundaries to the Secretary of State for Justice. Therefore, it was decided to suspend the interim review in both areas until such time as the outcome of any future review of the internal electoral arrangements (wards) became known.
The local inquiries in both Northamptonshire and Somerset were held in December 2007. In both areas, the Assistant Commissioners who conducted the local inquiries recommended the adoption of a counter-proposal for the constituencies. The Commission accepted their recommendations and decided to publish revised recommendations.

Monitoring Expenditure
23.
The Secretariat maintain spreadsheets to record by date, topic, sub-head, and component every item of expenditure. The Secretariat also receive monthly reports from the ONS Financial Management System showing the running cost expenditure incurred (i.e. overheads), and receipts from the MoJ. Each month, the Secretariat complete MoJ Financial Information System reports to profile expenditure for the financial year, confirm quarterly expenditure, and report on potential under-spends or over-spends. Throughout the year, meetings were held between the Secretariat and the sponsor Department to discuss financial and other matters.

Programme

24.
In this financial year, the budget will be £639,920 and the Commission expects to:-

· Hold four meetings to conduct the required work.
· Submit a report to the Lord Chancellor and Secretary of State for Justice on the interim review of two constituencies in Northamptonshire and two constituencies in Somerset.

· Consider whether any interim reviews are required as a result of electoral growth or decline.

· Consider the need for the conduct of an interim review to take account of the changes made to local government ward boundaries by the Further Electoral Reviews conducted by the Boundary Committee for England and, if required make preparations for the conduct of the review.
· Consider the need for the conduct of an interim review to take account of any changes made to local government boundaries resulting from the creation of unitary authorities.

· Contribute to the review of the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986 that was announced by the Government in its response to the report of the Committee on Standards in Public Life.   

· Monitor the transfer of its Secretariat staff from ONS to MoJ and, later, the relocation of the staff to MoJ accommodation in central London.
· Assist with the appointment of a Commissioner to take over from Mr Michael Lewer CBE, QC whose term of appointment ends on 31 October 2008.
