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GENERAL REVIEW OF PARLIAMENTARY CONSTITUENCY BOUNDARIES

Fifth Periodical Report
1.
Newsletter No.3/2006, issued on 1 November 2006, confirmed that the Commission submitted the final report on the fifth general review of Parliamentary constituencies in England to the Secretary of State for Constitutional Affairs on 31 October 2006.
2.
Yesterday, the Secretary of State for Constitutional Affairs laid the report before both Houses of Parliament together with a draft Order in Council giving effect, without modification, to the recommendations contained in the report. Now that the report and draft Order have been laid, debates in both Houses of Parliament can be scheduled. 
3.
If the draft Order in Council is approved by both Houses of Parliament, the Secretary of State is required to submit it to be made by Her Majesty in Council. Once the Order in Council has been made, the new constituencies will take effect at the next following general election. Any by-elections that may be held before the next general election will be held on the old (existing) constituencies.
