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The Commission will be holding a local inquiry in March 2005 into their proposals for the parliamentary constituencies in the Boroughs of Barnsley, and Rotherham and the City of Sheffield and are, today, announcing their final recommendations for parliamentary constituencies in the Borough of Doncaster.

Barnsley, Rotherham, and Sheffield

A local inquiry will be held which will commence on 15 March 2005.

Doncaster

The Commission confirm their provisional recommendations as their final recommendations.

Provisional recommendations

1. The Commission’s provisional recommendations for each borough, or group of boroughs, in South Yorkshire were published in local newspapers on 16 September 2004 and representations about those proposals could be made to the Commission until 29 October 2004. As a result of the representations received, a local inquiry will be held into the Commission’s provisional recommendations for Barnsley, Rotherham, and Sheffield, whilst in Doncaster, the Commission will not be making further proposals and have decided to adopt their provisional recommendations as their final recommendations. Details about each borough or group of boroughs are set out in the following pages of this news release.

Local inquiry

2. Where a local inquiry is to be held, details of the date and venue of the inquiry are given, together with the name of the Assistant Commissioner who will be conducting the local inquiry.

3. The inquiry will be held in public and any interested person, whether a supporter of, or objector to, the Commission’s proposals may attend and be heard. The Commission would urge all interested parties to attend and make their views known. It should not be assumed that the inquiry will only discuss those matters raised in representations submitted during the representation period allowed nor that the Commission’s provisional recommendations will remain unchanged. 

4. On many occasions, following consideration of the evidence submitted at the inquiry and the Assistant Commissioner’s report, the Commission have revised their recommendations. While the Commission will always invite written representations in respect of any revised recommendations they might publish, all interested parties should be aware that they may not be able to state their case at a further inquiry, as a further inquiry will only rarely be held.

5. The Commission have today issued a statement about the review in Barnsley, Rotherham, and Sheffield. The statement outlines the statutory background to the review, describes the Commission’s provisional recommendations for the area, gives reasons for their proposals, and briefly describes the objections made about the proposals. A summary of the representations made about each area is also being issued today.

6. Formal notice of the local inquiry will be published on 27 January 2005 in local newspapers circulating in the affected constituencies.

Final recommendations

7. Where the Commission have decided on their final recommendations, the proposed new constituencies are illustrated in outline on a sketch map (please note the copyright warning on page 5 and the map). The numbers on the map refer to the borough wards. The map is to be used in conjunction with ward listing which is printed on the back of the map. This list shows the names and numbers of the wards and the 2000 ward electorates on which the Commission are required, by law, to work.

8. All the wards mentioned are the new wards which came into effect at the local government elections on 10 June 2004.

9. When the Commission have completed their general review of the whole country, they will submit a report to the Secretary of State with their recommendations for the whole country, including their final recommendations for South Yorkshire.

Implementation of the recommendations

10. The Secretary of State has a statutory duty to lay the Commission’s report before Parliament together with a draft Order in Council giving effect to the Commission’s recommendations with or without modifications. If modifications are proposed, the Secretary of State must also lay a statement of reasons for the modifications.

11. The draft Order in Council is submitted to both Houses of Parliament for approval and, after it is made by her majesty in Council, it cannot be called into question in any legal proceedings. The new constituencies take effect at the general election following the making of the Order in Council.

BARNSLEY, ROTHERHAM, AND SHEFFIELD

14.  The Commission received forty-two representations, including thirty-six that objected to, or partly objected to their provisional recommendations. As a result of these objections, the Commission are holding a local inquiry into their proposals. Official notice of the inquiry will be published in local newspapers on 27 January 2004.

15. The inquiry will be held in public and any interested person, whether a supporter of, or objector to, the Commission’s proposals may attend and be heard. The Commission would urge all interested parties to attend and make their views known. It should not be assumed that the inquiry will only discuss those matters raised in the representations submitted during the representation period allowed nor that the Commission’s provisional recommendations will remain unchanged. On many occasions, following consideration of the evidence submitted at the inquiry and the Assistant Commissioner’s report, the Commission have revised their recommendations. While the Commission will always invite written representations against any revised recommendations they might publish, all interested parties should be aware that they may not be able to state their case at a further inquiry, as a further inquiry will only rarely be held.

DONCASTER

18. The Commission received thirteen representations, twelve of which were in support of their provisional recommendations for the three constituencies in Doncaster. One member of the public partly objected to the proposals.

19. After considering the one objection, the Commission noted that they were not required to hold a local inquiry under section 6(2) of the Parliamentary Constituencies Act 1986 and, given the level of support, they decided not to use their discretion under section 6(1) of the Act to hold an inquiry.

Final Recommendations

20. The Commission have decided to confirm their provisional recommendations as their final recommendations. No further representations will be considered. The Commission’s final recommendations for Doncaster, which will be embodied in their report to be submitted to the Secretary of State at the end of the general review and which are shown on the attached map, are for the following constituencies (2000 electorates in brackets):-

DON VALLEY COUNTY CONSTITUENCY (72,358). Seven wards of the Borough of Doncaster:- Conisbrough and Denaby, Edlington and Warmsworth, Finningley, Hatfield, Rossington, Thorne, Torne Valley.

DONCASTER CENTRAL BOROUGH CONSTITUENCY (74,388). Seven wards of the Borough of Doncaster:- Armthorpe, Balby, Bessacarr and Cantley, Central, Edenthorpe, Kirk Sandall and Barnby Dun, Town Moor, Wheatley.

DONCASTER NORTH COUNTY CONSTITUENCY (73,907). Seven wards of the Borough of Doncaster:- Adwick, Askern Spa, Bentley, Great North Road, Mexborough, Sprotbrough, Stainforth and Moorends.
21. The wards upon which the Commission based their provisional recommendations were created by The Borough of Doncaster (Electoral Changes) Order 2004.
